PROJECT OVERVIEW
Learning for a Sustainable Future (LSF, www.lsf-lst.ca) is a Canadian non-profit organization founded in 1991 to implement education for sustainable development (ESD) in the formal school systems in Canada.  LSF is collaborating with Environment Canada on a series of initiatives linked to the United Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable Development. 
Among these initiatives is the addition of a searchable database for reviewed Education for Sustainable Development (ESD) resources.
